REGULATIONS APPERTAINING TO MAINTENANCE OF

UPPER TUMBLE PUBLIC CEMETERY
1.
No person shall be interned at the Cemetery without the family first obtaining written permission 
from the Clerk to the Burial Authority.

2.
Prior to the granting of permission either a representative of the bereaved family or Undertaker shall sign to the effect that the conditions are accepted and will be abided by. The long standing convention of no plot reservations applies in all sections. 
3.
All new graves are designated lawns. No kerbs, border stones, fencing, shrubs, rose bushes, 
vases or any other obstructions are allowed on the surface of the grave.

4.
No monumental headstone/vase shall be erected without first obtaining the express permission of 
the Clerk to the Burial Authority.

5.
All headstones shall be restricted in size to 2'6" high x 2 ft wide and 4" thick placed on a base 
measuring no more than 2'6" long x 12" wide and 4" high secured to a concrete base 
measuring 36" long x 14" wide and 4" high.

6.
All headstones and bases erected in Section C shall be restricted to black in colour.

7.
Commemorative Vases (Section B) shall be restricted to the traditional black square type 
measuring 9" x 9" placed on a base of no more than 15" x 15" x 3" high on top of a slab 
measuring 15" x 15" which shall be provided by the Burial Authority.

8.
All inscriptions to be included on headstones/vases shall be approved by the Clerk to the 
Burial Authority and all fees paid before commencement of work.

9.
The owner of a grave shall be responsible for the continuous maintenance of any memorial 
erected on the grave space and shall, if it becomes dangerous, dilapidated or unsafe, cause it to 
be restored to pristine condition, re-secured or arrange for its removal from the Cemetery grounds 
upon receipt of official notification from the Burial Authority.

10.
Responsibility for the removal of Memorials to facilitate further internments lies solely with the 
owner of the grave who is also responsible for arranging its reinstatement on the grave space 
within 3 months of the day of such internments, or arrange with the Burial Authority for its 
removal 
from the Cemetery grounds.
11.
Where individual free standing vases have been placed on lawn graves in Section A, these are 
allowed to remain but the Council will not accept any responsibility or liability for any damage 
which may arise during the removal of such vases whilst the general maintenance of the 
graves 
are undertaken. e.g mowing of grass.
12.
Under no circumstances shall vases, wreathes, floral tributes or any other commemorative 
memorabilia be place on the surface of a lawn grave in Section C save during the initial interment 
and the occasions referred to in condition 13 below. (Please also refer to condition 14 below)
13.
On the occasions of Mother and Fathers’ Day, Easter, Xmas Festivities, Birthdays and Anniversaries, floral tributes placed on lawn graves shall be removed by the burial authority within 1 month of the commemorative period.
14.
Unless previously removed by the grave owner/family the Burial authority will arrange for the 
removal of all wreathes, sprays and floral arrangements 
etc placed on lawn graves on the expiry 
of 2 months from the date of interment.

15.
In accordance with Section 18 LA Cemeteries Order 1977 no person shall:

(a) 
wilfully create any disturbance in a cemetery

(b)
commit any nuisance in a cemetery


(d)
wilfully interfere with any burial taking place in a cemetery


(e)
wilfully interfere with any grave or vault, any tombstone or other memorial, or any flowers 


or plants on any such matter or 


(f)
play at any game or sport in a cemetery


(g) 
no person not being an officer or servant of the burial authority or other person so 


authorised by or on behalf of the burial authority shall enter or remain in a cemetery at any 

hour when it is closed to the public.


In addition to the above the following is strictly prohibited:

(a)
The discharge of any firearm (except when authorised by the Authority at Military 



funerals).

(c)
Use of pedal cycles, skates, skateboards or similar wheeled items.(excluding wheelchairs)

(d)
Animals including pets apart for dogs on leads.


(e) 
No person shall play a musical instrument in the Cemetery without first obtaining 



permission from the Clerk to the Burial Authority.


(f)
No child under the age of 12 yrs shall be allowed access to the cemetery unless 



accompanied by a responsible adult.


(g)
Depositing of any kind of litter including discarded flowers, wreathes etc. any where in the 

Cemetery grounds except within the receptacles provided.

16.
The Council agrees to maintain the Cemetery to the best of its ability and to re-seed and mow 
opened graves as soon as practicable following the reinstating of the grave after a burial.

17.
Funeral Directors and Monumental Stonemasons shall ensure that full compliance with health 
and safety regulations shall be observed and abided by at all times whilst undertaking work at the 
Cemetery.

18.
The Burial Authority reserves the right to amend, delete or introduce any new conditions in 
respect of the maintenance of the Cemetery. Such amendments to be adequately displayed at the 
Cemetery.
