Minute No. 208 – To discuss the following Planning Application.

[bookmark: _Hlk214886614]PL/10633 – Proposed inclusion of a triangular extent of land to form part of the rear gardens of residential plots in conjunction with the submission of reserved matters in respect of outline planning permission S/40282 – Land adjacent to 40 Tir y Dderwen, Cross Hands, Llanelli, SA14 6SZ.

PL/10644 – Application for Reserved Matters approval (access, layout, scale, appearance and landscaping) for 45 no. residential dwellings and associated works, alongside the discharge of planning conditions: 2 (Reserved Matters), 4 (Phasing Plan), 8 (Trees), 9 (Drainage), 11 (Road Layout), 13 (Landscaping Scheme), 16 (Landscape and Ecological Design Scheme), 17 (Landscape Ecological Management Plan) & 19 (Site Investigation), pursuant to outline planning permission S/40282 – Land to rear of 53 Carmarthen Road, Cross Hands, Llanelli.

The Chair informed the members present that both of the planning applications are related to the same development and have been in process for many years. The Chair asked the members present if there were any comments.

LD stated that the application is for reserved matters and that the planning application was approved years ago.

The Chief Officer informed the members present that the applications are for reserved matters and the planning was agreed a long time ago. The Chief Officer stated that LlCC are just consultees and have no authority over the planning decision, this is the responsibility of Carmarthenshire County Council. LlCC can only comment on the material planning matters.

The Chief Officer suggested that the Council request that CCC change the s106 to recreational purposes for Cross Hands Park as the original S106 allocation was for a controlled pedestrian crossing which has since been installed.

The Chief Officer recommended that the members of public who had joined the meeting voice their concerns with Carmarthenshire County Council, and that these concerns can be done through CCC’s website.

The Chair stated that she hoped that the explanation provided had helped the members of the public who attended the meeting. The Chair recommended that LlCC request that the s106 funding to be changed to recreational purposes.

PO proposed that LlCC request that the s106 funding to be changed to recreational purposes for Cross Hands Park. NT seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that LlCC request that the s106 funding to be changed to recreational purposes.

Minute No. 209 – To receive a presentation from Huw Alden Thomas regarding a large community event “Gwyl Tyisha” that he is organising on the 11th July 2026, requesting to work in partnership with the Council and a funding contribution.

The Chair welcomed Mr. Thomas to the meeting and asked if he would like to provide an explanation of his project.

Mr. Thomas thanked the Chair and provided the Council with an in-depth presentation of the community event that he will be organising.

The Chief Officer thanked Mr. Thomas for his presentation and informed the members present that she had spoken to Mr. Thomas previously and was impressed with his plans and enthusiasm with the project. 

The Chief Officer recommended to the Council that they consider running the event in conjunction with Mr. Thomas.  The Chief Officer stated that the Council could run the event from the Cultural and Heritage perspective, and the Council could be responsible for the administration and the insurance.

The Chief Officer also requested that the Council consider making a financial donation towards the event and recommended a sum of £2000.  The Council take £2000 from the Van 3 Budget and create a Budget line for the event. The Chief Officer also recommended that the Council could look into possible grant funding such as the heritage grants.

PO proposed that the Council work in partnership with Mr. Thomas and use £2000 from the van 3 budget heading. JB seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that the Council work in partnership with Mr. Thomas and allocate £2000 towards the project, taking it from the van 3 budget line.

Minute No. 216 – The Chief Officers’ report.

The Chief Officer reported on the following:

· Y Neuadd Fach
After the unanimous decision to not proceed with the purchase of the old Tumble Surgery (EGM held on 3rd March 2026), the Chief Officer has informed the solicitor. The Chief Officer has also informed Tumble Family Centre to provide them with an opportunity to purchase the building with the Welsh Government funding secured.  The Chief Officer has passed Tumble Family Centre’s contact details to the solicitor.

· Pavillion at Parc Y Mynydd Mawr
Work on the redevelopment started on the 9th March 2026.

· Y Cwtsh
· Relocated to Tumble Hall with a new system set up. 
· Y Cwtsh now operates on a three tier system and is currently open from Monday to Saturday.
· 35 cleaning packs were launched at £2 each.
· 16 new households have signed up since reopening.
· The donations received from the churches went towards the purchase of two new fridges.
· We have new volunteers to help with the running of Y Cwtsh.

· SCF Grant Funding
The application has been submitted to CCC for £59,390.26 which is due into our Bank Account before the 31st March 2026.

· ICO
A complaint was submitted in 2024 to the ICO with regards to 38 data protection breeches made by a former Councillor. The ICO has formally replied to the complaint via the Chief Officer.

· Tumble Hall
· Roof repairs completed.
· New Health and Safety Policies are now in place.
· All risk assessments are up to date.
· The Chief Officer has been working with Hall users to help them complete their risk assessments.
· FOI’s
Two members of the public have submitted eight FOIs between them. One of the FOI’s had copied in Audit Wales, the council may receive an invoice for this additional work.

The Chief Officer stressed that members of the public are allowed to view the accounts during the “Notice of appointment of the date for the exercise of electors’ rights”.

An FOI was submitted through the ‘What do they Know’ website where the individual had requested information with regards to Cllr. D. Jones’ time on Llannon Council. The Chief Officer has responded.

· BT
The complaint is ongoing with BT and hopefully a refund will be deposited into our Bank Account by the end of March.

· Cross Hands School
Cross Hands School’s sports day will be held on the 7th May 2026, weather permitting. Llannon Community Council will be supporting the event by painting lines on the field and setting out chairs.

Minute No. 217 – To agree the Council’s Annual Report for 2024-25.

The Chief Officer previously sent the Council’s Annual Report to all members of the Council via email. The Councillors present commended the Chief Officer on a well written and well-presented report.

PO proposed that the Council accept the Council’s Annual Report as previously circulated via email from the Chief Officer. NT seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that the Council accept the Council’s Annual Report for 2024-25 as previously circulated via email from the Chief Officer.

Minute No. 218 – To agree the appointment of the Council’s Internal Auditor for the financial year ending 31st March 2026.

The Chief Officer explained the Internal Audit process to the Council. The Chief Officer recommended that the Council appoint M. I. Morris & Co. Ltd as the Internal Auditor for 2025-2026.

SH proposed that the Council appoint M. I. Morris & Co. Ltd as their Internal Auditor for the financial year ending 31st March 2026. JB seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that the Council appoint M. I. Morris & Co. Ltd as their Internal Auditor for the financial year ending 31st March 2026.

Minute No. 219 – To discuss the requirement for a further two Council Bank Accounts.

The Chief Officer recommended to the Council that they open two new Bank Accounts with a different Bank. This is down to insurance purposes. The Chief Officer recommended that the Council apply to the Royal Bank of Scotland.

JO proposes that the Council open two new Bank Accounts with the Royal Bank of Scotland. JA seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that the Council open two new Bank Accounts with the Royal Bank of Scotland.

Minute No. 220 – To discuss the correspondence received from Mr Michael Roberts regarding the disposal of Council assets.

The Chief Officer informed the members present that all the Councillors have been copied into Mr Michael Roberts email. The Chief Officer has replied to the email explaining the Council’s policy regarding the disposal of assets.

The Chief Officer informed the Councillors that Mr. Robets was questioning whether a fence had been disposed of in the correct manner. The Chief Officer informed the Councillors that under section 16.5 of the policy, the Chief Officer has authority to dispose of an asset under the value of £1000. The fence in question would have cost £200 to be disposed of but a resident offered to remove the fence free of charge.

Mr Roberts requested that the Council re-assess the policy. The Chief Officer informed the Council that she has re-assessed the policy and have no recommendations to change anything.

All Councillor’s present were happy to keep the policy as it is.

Minute No. 221 – To discuss quotations received for a new Council van.

The Chief Officer informed the Council that during the precept setting it was agreed that a budget of £8000 was allocated for a new van under the budget heading van 3. The Chief Officer stated that the Council now need a van to transport food and such like and due to Health and Hygiene they would not be able to use the maintenance vans.

The Chief Officer has received three quotations as follows:

Option 1 – Rent to buy with Days with the same terms as Carmarthenshire County Council’s SLA. Total cost of £22,199, paying £532.29 + VAT for 12 months with a balloon payment at the end.

Option 2 – HP over 5 years with a deposit of £425.05, £332.52 per month thereafter and a balloon payment of £6,830 at the end.

Option 3 – Contract Hire for an electric van over 5 years with an initial payment of £821.64, then 273.88 +VAT thereafter.

JA stated that she liked the idea of having an electric vehicle but would prefer that the Council go for the right to buy option as the Council would own the vehicle in the end.

JO proposed that the Council opt for the electric van. There were no seconders to the proposal.

JA proposed that the Council go for Option 1. SH seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that the Council purchase a new van through the rent to buy option with Days, Option 1.

JB proposed that the Council suspend their Standing Orders in order to discuss the next item of the agenda in camera. JG seconded the proposal. All members present in favour.

Resolved that the remainder of the meeting will be discussed in camera, in accordance with the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960, s1(2) and the Local Government Act 1972, s100(2).

Minute No. 222 – Policing Matters.

The Chief Officer informed the Council that the police have been in further contact with her and gave all members present an update with regards to the previous incident that had happened in Tumble Hall.
